They are encouraged to walk the remaining 3

holes to watch and learn from the more advanced players and help their

teammate(s) with pace of play. Basic Requirements for All Players

1. League age- 7 to 13 years old. Players interested in applying for the
2026 SDCL #1 All-Star team must be 10 to 13 years old on 7-31-26.

2.  Players must be able to push or carry a golf bag for the first 6 holes at
ERGC at an acceptable pace of play (max 15 min per hole), without a
caddy. Players must show some proficiency in getting a golf ball airborne,
have some basic skills on and around the putting green, and be
knowledgable about the Rules and Etiquette of Golf.
